Turn
left at the exit and pass under the Interstate and take
the first right onto Castlewood Drive. Follow Castlewood
Drive past our Valley Course continuing straight after
reaching the 1st stop sign, crossing Foothill Road past
the entrance walls. Veer slightly to your left and follow the
signs up the hill to the Main Clubhouse, Hill Pro Shop.
