Mr. Johnson has been with LAWA since 2006, and also served an earlier 
stint with LAWA from 2000-2003 as Deputy Executive Director for Technology and 
Environmental Affairs. Mr. Johnson’s other professional experience includes serving as 
the VP and Technical Services Manager for CDM Inc. Working with CDM from 1987-
2000 and again from 2003-2006, he was responsible for management of the Aviation, 
Planning and Environmental Services Division, provided technical oversight, staffing, 
and project delivery support for aviation projects in the US, Europe and Asia. In addition, 
Mr. Johnson personally managed engineering, planning and environmental projects for 
multiple aviation clients including Los Angeles World Airports, San Diego International 
Airport, Phoenix Sky Harbor International, Atlanta Hartsfield International Airport, New 
York John F. Kennedy International Airport, Newark International Airport, and Denver 
International Airport. Mr. Johnson graduated magna cum laude from California State 
Polytechnic University, Pomona with a B.S. in Engineering.
