Jim Gillie - Director of Construction Services, UC San Diego
Mr. Gillie graduated from Penn State with a degree in Architectural Engineering and started a 22 year career 
with Blake Construction Co. Inc in Washington DC.

Pat Nemeth - Vice President of Facilities, Sharp HealthCare San Diego
Ms. Nemeth has been with Sharp since 2009. With her arrival, Sharp has transitioned the procurement of all of its 
major construction work to Design-Build. Sharp includes four acute-plus hospitals, three specialty hospitals, two 
medical groups and a helath plan, plus a full spectrum of other facilities and services. Sharp was recipient of the 
2007 Malcolm Baldriige National Quality Award.
